• PICO AP is designed to describe several types of resources at 

the item level: tangible cultural heritage, people (artists, 

authors), institutions (museums, libraries, etc.). 

• PICO AP is based on the Dublin Core Application Profile. It 

includes the 18 Qualified Dublin Core elements (i.e. Creator -

Coverage-Description–Date -Format -Identifier-Relation -Rights 

Holder-Subject-Type–Title) and refinements and encoding 

schemas (e.g. ISBN, ULAN, etc).
